In the meantime, there is the important celebration of First Confession (First Penance / First 

Reconciliation). Because of the year we had I will administer the sacrament during school hours, over 

the coming week and I thank the Principle, Mr Broughan and their Teachers for their assistance.  

I encourage you to talk to your child about their First Confession and I attach an article that you may 

find helpful, “hints on preparing your child for first confession”. 

After the difficult year we have had with the previous cancellations and the resulting disappointment 

specially for your child, I am looking forward to seeing you all in the 18th September. Please God it 

will be a happy and joyful day for your child and family.
